The program is
currently part of a clinical trial which makes it an exciting time to join the team. There is currently no
evidence based treatment for reducing recidivism in 17-21 year olds. No research experience is required
as the position is a clinical position not research based. Note there are both a research bonus and
moving expenses reimbursement available please apply to inquire further about these benefits.
